Description of Work
Under the supervision of the RBAC ABSPY Coordinator, represent Rainier Beach Action Coalition in its efforts to provide interventions aimed directly at the place-based risk factors that impact youth crime in five neighborhood engagement point (NEP’s) locations.  Youth Engagement Workers will be responsible for youth and neighborhood engagement activities which include planning and implementing RBAC events and recruiting youth and community members to engage in RBAC activities e.g., Corner Greeters, Back2School Bash, RB Town Halls and other neighborhood building activities

Outcomes

· Participate at a high level in event planning, booth management, neighborhood engagement, use of social media tools
· Commitment to enhancing personal well-being
· Targeted audiences – Rainier Beach residents, businesses, service provider staff and clientele

Products

· Up to 10 Corner Greeters events
· At least 5social media posts/week and 1 new person added to FreedomNet network
· 3 surveys from youth and adults stating that the neighborhood is safer
· Improved academic performance

Essential Impact

· Increase the number of neighborhood building or improvement projects in which youth participate in partnership with community organizations.
· Increase the number of neighborhood building or improvement projects in which youth provide leadership and development support.
· Increase in youth participation in structured activities after-school hours and summer months
· Increase of youth observing personal safety practices and reporting of criminal activity
· Increase in trust between youth and Police (SPD)
· Increased youth knowledge of local community issues and likelihood youth will engage in civic and other activities that promote the common good 




Youth Truths
· Work in the Rainier Beach Neighborhood (five “Neighborhood engagement points” - NEP’s) 
· Engage neighborhood communities and youth to promote the true beauty and safety of the Rainier Beach neighborhood
· Work with a group of your peers and ABSPY Outreach Workers
· Meet with neighborhoods leaders
· Attend and participate in the creation of media from the home that you call Rainier Beach. 
· Create a video documentation of your shared truths and experiences as the youth who live within the neighborhood that is known as “The Beach”
· Take ownership of this movement and at the end of the year show physical evidence that the Youth of Rainier Beach are as incredible as any youth in the nation
Schedule
Two days per week, three hours per day, up to 18 hours per month*. Another way to look at it is eight events or meetings per month. *Subject to change due to previously scheduled event or predetermined date and time
