Taylor Creek originates in unincorporated King
County and passes through a natural area known

as Dead Horse Canyon within Lakeridge Park. It
then passes through residential yards and a culvert
under Rainier Avenue South before discharging

into Lake Washington. The culvert under Rainier,
along with other barriers in the creek, prevents

fish passage to good quality habitat in Dead Horse
Canyon. Seattle Public Utilities (SPU) purchased
property at the lower reaches of Taylor Creek to
increase the quality and quantity of shoreline habitat,
particularly for threatened juvenile Chinook salmon.
The restored natural area (shoreline habitat) will also
create a new opportunity for public access to Lake
Washington. The project is currently in the design
phase. Regulatory agencies, funding partners and
the community have all provided insight into the
new natural area. Construction of the project is
anticipated as early as 2021.
