[image: image1.emf]The Senior Farmers Market Nutrition Program distributes checks to eligible seniors for fresh fruits and vegetables redeemable at farmers markets throughout Seattle & King County.

You may be eligible to receive $40 worth of checks if you are:

1. 60 years or older (55 and over if you are Native American)
2. Low income (below $1,669 monthly for 1 person and below $2,246 per month for 2 people)
3. A King County, Washington resident
